7. What was true about the new community formed in Cistertium, France?

8. What emphasis did Bernard or Clairvaux, a Cistercian monk, teach and how did this change the image of many icons?

9. What happened to the author-mystic, Hildegard, who once led a convent in Germany?

10. With the rise of a mobile merchant “middle class,” there appeared a “mobile clergy.” What were they called?

11. Waldo was a wealthy French merchant turned mendicant. What was one of the first things that he did with his wealth? As a result, what did he discover as he studied the scriptures?

12. What were his band of followers called? What was their mission in France?

13. What condition did the Roman Church state concerning their ministry? What was the result?

14. How was the order known as the Franciscan monks started? How were these monks dressed, and what were they allowed to own? Who was Clare?

15. In the later Middle Ages when the European society stabilized, migrant scholars traveled the land. What was their mission and emphasis? What were these new thinkers called?

16. How did Anselm’s view of God and logic differ from some Christians in the 1000’s?

17. How did the teachings of scholastic Thomas Aquinas transform Christian theology? What is the name of his theological masterpiece? Why did his work remain unfinished?
