4. The four gospels all have the same basic purpose. What is it? Why then did each of the writers see fit to write a different book and why do we include all those accounts in the Bible?

5. What are the synoptic gospels? Give examples of some of the similarities and differences between the gospels.

6. When discussing the Present Age and Age to Come, we talked about the Jews still thinking of themselves as in exile. How can this be if they are in the Promised Land?

7. Give examples of why we know Matthew is written for a Jewish audience (4 for full credit).

8. Compare and contrast the genealogies of Matthew and Luke in light of their intended audiences.

9. John uses 7 “I am” statements that Jesus uses to reveal his nature to the people. List 5 of the 7 for full credit.

10. Give some defining characteristics of each gospel separating them from the others (you may use literary structure, content, style, etc)

11. The most central unifying theme throughout Scripture is the Kingdom of God. What is included in that theme and how do the gospel writers incorporate it?

12. What are the 4 sub-themes to the story Kingdom of God told throughout Scripture?

13. Describe the role of paradox in the Christian life. Give one example from Jesus’ life (i.e. who Jesus is, not what he taught) and one example of a truth found in Scripture (you may use one of Jesus’ teachings for this). 

14. Explain the concept of the “Now” and “Not yet” of the Kingdom of God. [You may wish to compare and contrast it with the concepts of “Present Age” and “Age to Come” although that is not necessary for full credit]

15. Why did Jesus teach in parables? Give at least a brief explanation for each of the reasons.
