Answer each of the following questions to the best of your ability. I suggest using at least two complete sentences per answer. Be as specific as you can; giving examples where appropriate.

1. Explain the relationship between Paul and Timothy.
2. What is the purpose of the letter: 1 Timothy? (i.e. Why did Paul write the letter?)
3. What problems were causing controversy and tension in the Ephesian church?

4. What are the core beliefs of Gnosticism?
5. When discussing the context of 1 Tim 2:11-15, we spent time looking at three major influences. What were they?
6. Around 44BC, changes in Roman law had some unintended social consequences. What were the changes to the law and what were the unintended consequences?

7. Give a depiction of one of these wealthy married women. (What characteristics separated them from other women?)
8. Why is it never the case that people (or churches) simply do what the Bible says (by which they imply that they literally follow the Bible’s commands)? Be sure to give specific examples.
Based on the major influences on the church in Ephesus we looked at in class; interpret the following passages in light of their contexts. Be sure to use specific parts of the text and use examples from the contexts we talked about in class.
9.  “I also want the women to dress modestly, with decency and propriety, adorning themselves, not with elaborate hairstyles or gold or pearls or expensive clothes, but with good deeds, appropriate for women who profess to worship God.” (1 Tim 2:9-10)

10. “A woman should learn in quietness and full submission. I do not permit a woman to teach or to assume authority over a man; she must be silent.” (1 Tim 2:11-12)
11. “For Adam was formed first, then Eve. 14 And Adam was not the one deceived; it was the woman who was deceived and became a sinner.” (1 Tim 2:13-14)

12. “But women will be saved through childbearing-- if they continue in faith, love and holiness with propriety.” (1 Tim 2:15)
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
